Project Divisions which are implementing OFSDP-II. The Divisional Management Units Sameekhya 
meeting proceedings have been compiled in the form of this Booklet. 

I hope that the proceedings of the Sameekhya meetings of DMUs of 2018-19 will be quite useful to all 
the project functionaries in implementation of OFSDP-II and AJY scheme in their respective Divisions.

ICDS

BishnuPriyaSethi, CDPO, Bhanjanagar, 
requested to the forest department for 
implementation of different schemes of the 
Government in the SHGs of the VSSs. The SHG will 
be benefited from the Govt. scheme. 

She expressed that most of the SHG groups in 
Bhanjanagar have emphasized on vegetable 
cultivation and with help of Govt. scheme they 
were financed up to an amount of Rs. 3,00,000 
with only 1% interest. She also suggested to get 
well trained and use the benefits for immunization 
for child and mother also.

Fishery 

Sri S.S. Pattnaik, Asst. Fishery Officer, Jagannath 
prasad advised to all VSS members to get involved 
in the benefits of Govt. for pisciculture. 

The farmers can take lease the ponds for 3 
years and get subsidy of 60% per acre. He has 
also explained the benefits of Govt. in recently 
implemented KALIA yojana. 

RWSS 

Sri Niharkant Swain, JE, RWSS, Bhanjanagar, 
expressed his past experience with Forest 
&Environment Department. He advised to save 
drinking water in rural areas and also suggested 
the VSS people to use borewell or tubewell water 
for drinking. He advised to utilize the benefits 
from Government schemes to construct and use 
the toilets. He also emphasized for pipe water 
supply in rural villages.

Horticulture

Shri K. Sudarsan, Asst. Director of Horticulture,

in his deliberations, Assistant Director, Horticulture 
suggested that to get benefit by utilizing different 
schemes of Government for horticulture, the 
project should initiate and encourage gap filling 
during plantation and also explained that the 
upper layer of the soil is so fertile. So during 
plantation or farming the upper layer of the soil 
should be taken up in to second layer and the 
second layer of the soil to be brought to top, so 
that the farmer will be benefited. 

He has opined that Government has given many 
financial benefits in different cultivations. 

•	 In Banana, 1st year Rs. 30,000 and in 2nd year Rs. 
10,000 and also the farmer will get subsidized 
in this production. 

•	 In hybrid Papaya, 1st year Rs. 22,500 and 2nd 
year Rs. 7,500. In hybrid vegetable, farmers will 
get Rs. 8000 per Ha. In Cashew nut 1st years. 
12,000, 2nd year Rs. 4,000 and 3rd year Rs. 
4,000 and also the farmer will get subsidy. 

•	 In dripirrigation farmers will get 90% benefit in 
finance.

Veterinary

Shri Sudhansu Kumar Pattanaik,  
Veterinary Officer,has advised that 

•	 Farmers can use any area for poultry and dairy 
farming in their locality and to utilize any 
benefits from Government for financially and 
medicines. 

•	 In dairy farming, he advised to use the 
indigenous cow, which is popularly known as 
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Department & P-NGO for the achievementsof 
the OFSDP-II Project. He also shared that many 
compensations were cited during PRA exercise 
of Micro Plan and that will be achieved from 
OFSDP-II with the help of the Line Department.

•	 Shri Khali Pradhan, President, Jogimari VSS has 
opined that Forest Department has helped 
them severally. He stressed the importance of 
OFSDP-II in his VSS and advised the VSS people 
not to destroy the forest. OFSDP-II can meet 
some of their demands for development in 
their VSS & forest cover can also be developed. 
He also suggested all to cooperate the 
departmental staffs for implementation of the 
project.

•	 Shri Subala Behera, President,Nidhiapalli VSS 
explained that Tribal people are worshipping 
Forest and Tree.

Project Director, DRDA, Sundargarh

•	 The Project Director, DRDA thanked all the 
village level/VSS level participants for coming 
in a huge number, advised them for holistic 
development planning and awaked the 
service providers for supply of information and 
opportunities available in different department 
during village level/VSS level meetings. 

•	 He emphasized on convergence programme 
and highlighted the ongoing programme i.e. 
where maximum convergence can be possible. 
He reiterated how the Protection of forest, 
wildlife and human being is correlated, urged 
for plantation and conservation of wildlife in 
forest

Dy. Director, Agriculture, Sundargarh

•	 The Deputy Director, Agriculture opined that 
the agriculture sector sustains the livelihoods 
of millions of smallholder families and is at 
the centre of national policies to alleviate 
rural poverty. However, the need of land 
for agriculture is also the main driver of 
deforestation & land degradation. 

•	 He focused on finding the right balance: 
exploring forest and agriculture landscapes 
without disturbing the forest ecosystem, 
advised to convert non-productive cultivable 
lands to productive land and suggested to 
go for climate resilient agriculture i.e. crop 
selection and advanced cropping practice.

•	 He also reiterated basics of “Agricultural 
intensification and forest protection” the basic 
idea is that if we can increase agricultural yields 
per area in order to meet growing global food 
demand this will reduce the need for more 
land and hence avoid further encroachment 
into forested areas.

•	 Agricultural intensification provides huge 
benefits and can help increase the income of 
many poor farmers.

Asst. Horticulture Officer, Sundargarh

•	 The Asst. Horticulture Officer deliberated 
some of the benefits of current departmental 
schemes and in detail said the subsidy available 
for different category of farmers, stressed upon 
fruit bearing plantation of species like banana, 
mango, lime, cashew etc. and other crops like 
Floriculture Development, Potato, Vegetable&

•	 She advised the farmers to go for new 
technologies, such as seed varieties or 
innovative farming methods, Front-line 
Demonstration of new practices for the 
farmers, which have a great impact on better 
income, capacity building of the progressive 
farmers and climate resilient agriculture.

Dist. Project Manager, Odisha 
Livelihood Mission, Sundargarh

•	 The Dist. Project Manager of OLM, Sundergarh 
emphasized upon the livelihood development 
of the village level and to bring down rural 
poverty by promoting diversified and gainful 
self-employment to the rural poor. 

•	 He said about bringing the rural poor 
households out of poverty line trough capacity 
building, mobilizing all the poor households 
into functionally effective SHGs & their 
federations, enhancing their access to bank 
credit & other financial services, technical & 
marketing services and Converging various 
schemes for efficient delivery of social and 
economic support services by creating self-
reliant institutions.

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Success Stories   
from DMU
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The rate of waterborne diseases and unhygienic 
conditions in the village  is the cause of major 
health problem for vulnerable groups. After 
discussion with the members, it was appraised 
to them that the villagers can construct toilets 
individually in their family among all households. 
The OFSDP- II project functionaries coordinated 
with District Level Cluster Coordinator of Rural 
Water Supply and Sanitation Dept. After the 
assessment by RWSS, total 12 numbers of Work 
Order were distributed to the villagers to construct 
toilets by organizing a community meeting. 

The community members have shown 
extraordinary spirit of commitment and they 
worked all by themselves to construct the toilets. 
They were also committed to use these toilets and 
stop open defecations which have been identified 
as the cause of various diseases. 

The construction work of toilets commenced after 
seven days of Work Order distribution of work 
order and completed on 5th December 2018. A 
total sum of Rs 12,000/- (Twelve thousand) to each 
beneficiary was given by the RWSS Department. 

After completion of the construction work, all 
the beneficiaries extend thanks to the staff of 
OFSDP, Phase-II for their facilitations in granting 
these schemes from RWSS Department. They 
were also thankful to the project functionaries 
for their constant motivation, guidance and 
encouragement for use of Toilets. 

Construction of Toilets under Swachha Bharat Mission at 
Bhuktapada VSS of Boudh DMU

Sanitation is one of the major health component 
of life that needs to be considered in carrying 
out early childhood endeavours. Open defection 
practice is a major problem in rural areas and 
Boudh District is not an exception. The main 
objectives of the Swatch Bharat Mission is to bring 
about an improvement in the general quality of 
life in the rural areas by promoting cleanliness, 
hygiene and eliminating open defecation. 

The village Bhuktapada is situated on the foot step 
of Bankamundi Reserve Forest which is adding 
more beauty to that village. The household of the 
VSS is 25 ST category Households. On dated 11th 
May 2018, Bhuktapada VSS was reconstituted 
and approved by Pallisabha. All staffs of OFSDP-II 
had repeatedly visited to the VSS and during the 
meeting discussion for benefit of all Government 
schemes. At that time, it was observed by the 
DMU, Boudh team that all villagers have no latrine. 
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Impact of convergence in Ashurkhal VSS, Kaptipada FMU, Baripada DMU

The Odisha Forestry Development Project, Phase 
– II is being implemented in Ashurkhal VSS of 
Kaptipada Field Management unit under Baripada 
Divisional Management Unit. This VSS has the 
coverage area of 70 Ha. The Reserve Forest area 
falls under Notto Reserve Forest. In the year 2009, 
the VSS was constituted and was registered by the 
Divisional Forest Officer, Baripada. 

With the main objective of the project in 
restoration of degraded forests and livelihood 
improvement of forest dwellers, the forest 
Department along with the project staffs has 
taken up the responsibility of management of 
livelihood of the marginalised people of the 
village. As, the people residing within the forest or 
within the vicinity of forests usually dependent on 
the forest for their livelihood, OFSDP-II is working 
on strategically to develop economic standard of 
these forest dwellers. 

To address the scarcity of water in the VSS, in 2018, 
a Concrete Core Check Dam has been constructed 
in the VSS area in convergence with the Forest 
Dept. Odisha. It is benefitting both the forest 
dwellers and the wild animals around this forest 
area. The Dam is also supplying water to 5 ha. 
agricultural lands of the village. Keeping in mind 
the importance of income generating activities 
and the demand of VSS people, Mobile Food 
Processing Unit, utensils were supplied to the VSS. 
The utensils are largely utilised by themselves and 
in community festivals. 

Most of the people of this VSS were dependant 
on forests for firewood and faced difficulties 
in rainy seasons. With the implementation of 
OFSDP-II, Smokeless Chulas have been provided 
to 32 household and LPG connection have been 
provided to 16 households through convergence 
activities.  After this initiative, the dependency of 
VSS people on forest has been decreased. 

The VSS people are actively engaging themselves 
for the protection of Forest and are cooperating 
the project staff and Forest Department. The 
members of the Ashurkhal VSS and other villagers 
acknowledge the developments around and 
appreciate the role of OFSDP-II in shaping their 
livelihood. 

Fuel Wood Free Use in Badapathara VSS under Ghumsur (North) 
Division, Bhanjangar

There is a small village named Badapathara 
located in the Sanakodanda Grampanchayat of 
Bhanjanagar Tehsil and Block of Ganjam District. 
The village is situated at 97K.M. towards north 
from the District Headquarter Chhatrapur and 
157K.M. away from state capital Bhubaneswar. As 
per the very recent report prepared on the micro 
plan process, the total population of the village 
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According to the Joint Forest Management Resolution-
2011(Revised 2015), The Badapathara village is given 107 
hectares of Forest area which is under the jurisdiction 
of Galleri-5 reserve forest, Mujagada Range, Ghumusar 
North Forest Division.  The VSS also comes under OFSDP-II 
of F&E Dept, Govt. of Odisha from 2017.

Background: 

In 15th February 2018 the villagers of Badapathara called 
a general meeting of  VSS successfully in The presence 
of the former Divisional Forest Officer Sri Ramasamy P. In 
that meeting the villagers had taken oath to protect their 
forest. Later on the staff of forest Dept., OFSDP-II and the 
PNGO have accelerated their thinking by extending hand 
holding support to them.

Pledge for No to Fuel wood use: 

According to the villagers, in initial stage of the project, 
there were only 23 families using LPG and others using 

is 566 constituting 99 families. In this forest side Village, 40% family depend upon agriculture, 30% 
family on collecting Non Timber Forest Products(NTFP), 20% family on daily wages and 10% families on  
other works. 

Badapathara VSS: 
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wooden fuel for their daily cooking. In the direct 
intervention of OFSDP-II staff, the discussion in 
the Executive Committee meeting of the VSS 
was that how cooking with fuel wood adversely 
affects the people as well as their forest.  Gradually  
the people realize the facts and started taking 
initiative to make the VSS  Free from using  
fire wood.	

Awareness among WSHGs:

In this regard, both the FMU Coordinators and 
PNGO workers make a platform jointly to draw 
the attention of the WSHGs on use of LPG.  Both 
the animators, Smt. Rekha Bisoyi and Sri Govinda 

Chandra Gouda played an important role in 
motivating the WSHGs as a bridge between the 
Gas agency and villagers with the help of FMU 
Staff. Now all SHGs members are using LPG at 
their own and reduced their labor.

Outcome: 

As per the report of Micro Plan, prepared recently 
under OFSDP-II, out of 99 families, 92 families are 
using LPG, 3 families are using agricultural waste 
material, 02 Families are using kerosene Stoves  
as cooking fuel. The rest 02 Families are migrant. 
Now the village/VSS is free from the use of  
fuel wood.

EPA Work Converted to Community Contribution Work

The PRA exercise and village prospective plan 
was conducted for the preparation of micro 
plan of Kusupada VSS on 12th November 2018.
During the planning of Entry Point Activities (EPA) 
for VSS Kusupada, all the community members 
highlighted the construction of the approach 
road connecting to the village. There was a narrow 
bridge existed on the channel, but the two ends of 
the bridge were not connected to the main road. 
This road happens to be the only road connecting 
the village with the Dhenkanal town, daily market 
and also to the other villages. Villagers of Kusupada 
were facing lots of hardships to cross the road 
by that shallow and narrow bridge. Due to the 
inaccessible connectivity, villagers had also faced 
non-cooperation of the Revenue Department 

Villagers are carrying stones to the other end of the bridge
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buckets to initiate the work. After reaching the 
spot, it was planned to fill the connecting gaps 
by stones and sands stocked in the channel bed 
nearby the bridge. About a distance of 50metres, 
in both side of the bridge, big stones, soil and 
sand were filled by the members. Rest of the VSS 
members who were absent today also joined 
them later. Total 45 numbers participants joined 
in the meeting, work and total members from 
45nos families participated in the construction 
work. About 3.PM the bridge side work 
completed and the rest part of the road from the 
bridge to village was also repaired by filling soil 
and sand. 

After completion of the work Sri InduBhusanBhanja, 
Member Secretary of Kusupada VSS thanked all 
the members for this innovative work and the 
members were became very happy walking on 
the complete road.

Success of Convergence Programme in OFSDP-II Project in 
Ghumsur South Division 

The OFSDP-II project are to be implemented 
in 20 nos of VSS of 3rd batch in the 
BadagadaRangeunder Ghumsur South Division, 
Bhanjanagar. In the convergence programme, the 
DMU has collaborated for adequate distribution 
of LPG Gas and it was achieved by distributing it to 
29 Forest fringe households of Banjar VSSs under 
FMU Badagada on 18.01.2019. 

In this programme, the District Nodal Officer, 
Forester of Sidhipur Section, FMU Coordinator 
Micro planning & Livelihood Support, Forest 
Guard of Gunduribadi beat were presentand 
assisted in organizing the event. The RO cum FMU 
Chief Badagada sensitized the people on forest 
development, management and protection and 
important of plants for survival of human life. 
He also requested to use the Gas and protect 
forest.  The VSS members of Banjar VSS expressed 
their pleasure for this support. They expressed 
that they will not face problems in the rainy 
season for cooking foods and get relieved from 
the troublesome issues like attack from the wild 
animals for collecting firewood.

A few days later, on 25thDecember 2018 on the 
Occasion of Christmas, the VanaSurakshyaSamiti 
(VSS) monthly Executive Committee (EC) 
meeting was organized and it was coordinated 
by Shri JyotiRanjanSahoo, Team Leader of P-NGO, 
NYSASDRI at Kusupada primary school. At the end 
of the meeting Shri Sahoo described the problems 
he faced due to the narrow bridge on his way to the 
village. All the members also discussed at length 
for the solution. After discussion, it was decided 
in the meeting that all the community members 
will help solve the construction of connecting 
approach road of the village. 

A total of 25 numbers of VSS members including 
male and female were assembled immediately 
with the construction instruments and carry
